6.  350 rounds of rifle ammunition (factory ammunition only) 
7.  Clothing suitable for firearms training and weather conditions 
8.  Hearing and eye protection - available at the academy if necessary

1.  Knee and elbow pads 
2.  Boonie cover (hat) 
 
Recommended For: Officers or deputies who carry a patrol rifle on duty. 
 
Fee:  No fee for member agencies. Member agencies only.
