Course Title: Advanced Tactics
Date: September 20 — September 23, 2010
Time: 0700 - 1800 hrs.

Course Description:

This is an advanced officer survival course designed to teach officers how to use SWAT tactics and
techniques while working with only one back up officer. The course will show the officer how to safely
handle high risk situations commonly encountered by patrol officers. The training will cover close
quarters battle, building searches, high risk vehicle stops, rapid deployment and wood line searches.
Added this year is an intensive day of driver training conducted at Ingalls Airfield in Bath
County, VA. All students participating in this day must have a police package vehicle in good
working order capable of holding up to emergency vehicle operations training. The training will be
conducted by SWAT instructors and is very practical exercise intensive including the use of simunitions
training. Officers attending this training will need the following equipment:

Issued service weapon, gun belt, and holster

500 rounds of ammunition for the service weapon (no reloads)

Soft body armor, hearing protection, impact resistant eye protection

Leather gloves

Clothing suitable for tactical training including a long sleeve shirt (Please bring clothing
suitable for defensive tactics training on Monday)

. No Tennis Shoes — Boots are recommended

. Flashlight

. Police package vehicle

Overnight accommodations will be provided at Douthat State Parks for those attending this course.

This training includes shooting stress courses with the handgun, including being subjected to
chemical weapons, and rigorous training on building searches. Class size is limited to 15 students.
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Pre-requisites: PERSONNELL ATTENDING THIS TRAINING SHOULD NOT HAVE
ANY PHYSICAL LIMITATIONS (INJURIES OR ILLNESSES)
